ORDINANCE 801-2007
CURFEWS

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF OXFORD, CHESTER COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, AMMENDING THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF OXFORD, PENNSYLVANIA, CHAPTER 75, CURFEW.

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED, by the Council of the Borough of Oxford, Chester County, Pennsylvania, that certain provisions of Chapter 75, Curfew, of the Code of the Borough of Oxford, Pennsylvania, as amended, be amended as follows:

SECTION 1.  Section 75-1, Curfew established for certain minors, shall be amended in its entirety as follows:


75-1.  Curfew established for certain minors.

It is unlawful for a minor who has not attained the age of eighteen (18) to remain in or upon any public place or private establishment in Oxford Borough between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. of the following day, official Borough time.  An age specified in this chapter shall be attained at 12:01 a.m. of the anniversary date of the person’s birth.

SECTION 2.  Section 75-2, Definitions, shall be amended as follows:

a. The definition of “ESTABLISHMENT” shall be deleted and replaced with the following: “PRIVATE ESTABLISHMENT – Any privately owned place of business carried on for a profit or any place of amusement or entertainment to which the public is invited.”
b. The definition of “PUBLIC PLACE” shall be amended in its entirety as follows: “PUBLIC PLACE – Any public street, highway, alley, sidewalk, park, playground, public building or vacant lot.”
c. The definition of “REMAIN” shall be amended in its entirety as follows: “REMAIN – To loiter, idle, wonder, stroll or play in or upon, including within or on a private vehicle.”

SECTION 3.  If any sentence, clause, section or part of this ordinance, for any reason, found to be unconstitutional, illegal, invalid, such unconstitutionality, illegality or invalidity shall not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions, sentences, clauses, sections or parts hereof.  It is hereby declared as the intent of the Borough Council that this ordinance would have been adopted had such unconstitutional, illegal or invalid sentence, clause, section or part thereof not been included herein.
SECTION 4.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION 5.  This amendment shall be effective as law provided.
