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Furnishing to Minors: Adults who sell, furnish,
or purchase with the intent to sell or furnish
alcohol to anyone under 21 (even their own
children), or provide them a place fo
consume alcohol will receive o mandatory
fine of $1,000, and up to $2,500 for each
subsequent offense.

That's Not the
End of the Story

The effecis of a DUI arrest can continue for
years. You may experience:
Personal embarrassment — Parents and
friends probably won't trust you as much as
they did before.
Work problems—Without a driver's
license, you may not be able to get to work.
If your job requires travel, you could be
fired. Some future employers may use the
DUI arrest as reason not fo hire you.

@ Insurance problems—You can expect

your car insurance rates to increase after an

arrest. Some companies may cancel your
policy, and others may refuse coverage.

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Under 21in PR

Under 21: It is illegal for anyone under 21 fo
purchase, attempt fo purchase, consume, pos-
sess or fransport any alcohol, liquor, malt or
brewed beverages.

Additionally: 1t is illegal to lie about your age or
to carry a false 1.D. card to obtain
alcohol.

Lero Tolerance

Mixing alcohol with driving is always a
dangerous action. If you're under 21, drinking and
driving in Pennsylvania incurs stiffer penalties than
ever. If you're caught driving with ANY measur-
able amount of alcohol in your blood, you may be
arrested for Driving Under the Influence (DUI). The
“Zero Tolerance” law {Section 3802 of the PA
Vehicle Code) lowered the Blood Alcohol Content
(BAC) for minors 10 .02%.

Why Zero Tolerance?

Traffic crashes are the number one cause of
death for teenagers in the United States. Young
drivers beiween 15 and 20 years old make up
6.8% of the tofal drivers on the road, but they
account for 14% of all drivers involved in fatal
crashes. Almost 30% of these drivers had been
drinking.' Each year, about 1,600 Pennsylvania
drivers under 21 are involved in alcohol-related

~vehicle crashes.?

In your first few years of driving, you are
still learning to handle the demands of the road. A
good driver needs clear vision, sound judgment
and reason, quick reflexes, and solid concentra-
tion. Drinking— even a little bit—messes up ofl
of these skills.
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8 Serious Consequences
B for a DUl if Under 1

If you are arrested for a DU, the police will ask
you o fake a breath or blood fest. If your BAC
level is between .02% and .159% and you are con-
victed of a DUI, you can exped:
@ 12 months - 18 months license suspension
@® 48 hours - 6 months jail time for a first
offense, and up to 1 - 5 years for a fourth
offense.

{An ignition interlock system uses a breath analyzer
to defect whether the driver has recently consumed
alcohol. If so, the vehicle caniot be starfed.)

PLUS...

If you're under 18 (Juvenile DUI), you may
also have a juvenile complaint filed against you
within 5 days, and may be adjudicated delinguent.
Your parents will be notified of your arrest.

If you're 18-20 (Minor DUI), you may be
ordered to Accelerated Rehabilitafive Disposition
Program (ARD) if you qualify. If you don't qualify,
you will be sentenced to 48 hours in jail.

A DUI arrest stays on your record for fen
years. That's a long time. If you're convicted more
than once, the fines, suspensions, and jail time all
increase.

Other Penalties

False L.D.: It is iflegal for a person to knowingly,
 intentionally or recklessly manufacture,
make, alter, sell or attempt to sell an
identification card falsely representing the
identity, birth date, or age of another.

Open Container: If is against the law in
Pennsylvania for drivers or their passengers
to consume alcohol or possess an open
container of alcohol on Pennsylvania roads.

This law does not apply fo passengers in a
commercial fransport vehicle, such as a bus,
taxi, limousine, or to those riding in the liv-
ing quariers of a house coach or

trailer.
